•Ensuring that the Ram in the Rye is clean and presentable to all guests and assisting in any cleaning duties 
that may be required to maintain such appearances. (i.e. cleaning any spills, organizing stock, organizing 
table and chair setup and any other reasonable cleaning duty); 
•Responsible for the preparation of tables, laying out napkins and utensils, making sure the condiments are  
refilled, performing all other preparation tasks as required; 
•Staying updated on current menu choices, specialties and menu deviations; 
•Responsible for knowing if the kitchen has or is running out of any menu items; 
•Responsible for greeting guests and assisting them to find tables in available sections; 
•Responsible for checking guest's identification in order to ensure that they meet minimum age requirements 
for consumption of alcoholic beverages in the absence of a wrist band; 
•Ensuring that seated guests are presented with a menu and have drink and food orders taken within 
prescribes times; 
•Responsible for maintaining an understanding of the menu and all ingredients and be able to answer 
questions related to this for our customers; 
•Ensuring that follow-ups are happening with seated guests within prescribed times; 
•Providing excellent customer service to guests of the Ram in the Rye; 
•Responsible for the delivery of food and drinks within prescribed times; 
•Ensure all special requests, modifiers and instructions on all food items have been fulfilled before delivering 
it to the customer; 
•Ensure all meals are properly put together, look pleasant, with the appropriate side before delivering to the  
customer; 
•Responsible for the collection of revenues, issuing receipts, accepting payments, returning change; 
•Conducting and maintaining regular inventory on goods and wares; 
•Reporting to Management any day to day discrepancies in inventory, food quality or customer satisfaction; 
•Assisting in staff training when necessary; 
•Conducting cash-out procedures, ensuring accuracy and accountability at all times;
